Dear Sister’s & Brothers,  
 
 This weekend at all our Masses we will celebrate the 
Sacrament of the anointing of the sick.  I am grateful to my priest 
friends who are joining us at the Masses to help with the individual 
anointing.   
 
 The people approaching John the Baptist in today’s 
Gospel ask him “what should we do?’  As we begin our third week 
of advent let us ponder this question and what it means for our 
preparation for the coming of the Lord among us.  The theme of 
joy rings in this 3rd week of getting ready.   
 
 In my high school years a Norbertine priest taught the 
theme of Christian Joy by saying the “J” stood for Jesus the letter 
“Y” stands for you and the letter “O” stands for nothing.  The 
message is that nothing should separate Jesus and you.  Therefore, 
JOY.   
 
 Sometimes we allow something called sin to separate us 
from Jesus.  Jesus, however, gives us a wonderful gift called 
Penance or Reconciliation that we can use to receive His 
forgiveness and restore joy in our lives.   
 
 In midst of the hustle and bustle of the season, can we 
make the time we need to repent and turn to the lord?  I suggest 
one way is to mark your calendar and plan to attend the parish 
Advent Penance Service on Tuesday, December 22nd at 7:00 PM in 
our church.  There will be a number of visiting priest to help with 
individual confessions.   
 
 A wonderful gift to extend to someone is the gift of life.  
We can give the gift of life during the Christmas Season by 
donating a pint of blood.  The Red Cross will be here on 
Wednesday, December 30th.   Contact the telephone numbers that 
are in this bulletin to register a time to give blood.
