Dear Sisters and Brothers,  
 Here we are at the fourth Sunday of Advent.   
 We moved toward the conclusion of our Advent 
preparations for the coming of the Lord.  Let us take the time to 
appreciate the small things in life, for like the little town of 
Bethlehem, great things may come of them.  We pray for the grace 
to treasure quiet moments of peace and joy and the presence of one 
another.  May we recognize the coming of the lord in each and 
every one of these precious gifts.   
 A special way we can experience the “quiet moments of 
peace” are in the meeting of the Lord in the Sacrament  of 
Penance/Reconciliation.
