PASTORAL SHARING  
 
  
Dear Brother's & Sisters,  
 Merry Christmas! How wonderful our God is in sending 
to us the gift of His Son, Jesus.  We continue as a church, to 
celebrate our Gift with these weeks of Christmas time.   
 A Christmas card I received had these words:   
 

This Christmas¼  
 Let's Give a Little Jesus, a thoughtful word or deed,  
 An act of generosity for someone who's in need.   
 Let's Give a little Jesus to everyone we meet-  
 The sales clerk or the server, the person on the street.   
 Let's Give a Little Jesus, that's what really counts- 
 Not what's spent or brought, for whom, in what amounts.   
 Let's Give a Little Jesus to everyone large or small¼ 
 For Jesus, the Messiah, is the Greatest Gift of All! 
 
 As we journey through this Christmas Season, let's give a  
little Jesus.   
 On this first Sunday of the Christmas season the Holy 
Spirit gathers us together to focus on the Holy Family of Nazareth.  
We are all part of God's family here on earth.  So let us reflect on 
the Holy Family to strengthen us and guide us.  I share this 
reflection with you.   
 

Holy Family Reflection  
 Today's feast of the Holy Family Provides us with a 
tremendous amount of food for thought.  In a world where both 
parents must work to make ends meet, and latch ±key-kids are left 
to their own devices, coupled with our hectic lifestyles, the sense 
of family has become somewhat disjointed.  Today's feast reminds 
us that the family is ground zero when it comes to experiencing the 
reality of love and moral living.  Love is often assumed in family 
life, but it may not always be obvious.  When was the last time you 
looked at your spouse or your child and said plainly, ªI thank God  
for the gift of you in my life!º  Letting our loved ones know just 
how much we love them not just in deed, but in word too, goes a 
long way in creating a culture of love within our family.  We 
cannot learn to love others if we do not experience the act of being 
loved ourselves.   
 We must also make a concerted effort to help our children 
develop a sound morality formed by their faith in Jesus.  In the 
absence of working parents or wholesome role models, children 
can easily be led astray by social norms which may run counter to 
Gospel values and Gospel living.  Even adults can fall prey to such 
norms if time is not spent cultivating their own love for God.   
 This feast, was instituted by Pope Leo XIII.  It focuses 
certainly on the family of Nazareth as a model for our own 
Christian families.  The readings, that the church assigns to us for 
today, do more than teach right behavior in families.  They make 
present within us, the worshipping community the healing power 
of God.  The readings also provide a picture of family life lived in 
accord with God's perfect will.   
 As Members of God's Family let us use all our own gifts 
and talents to mirror, as best we can, God's Holy Family.
