Dear Brothers and Sisters,  
 I share this reflection with you about the Feast of the 
Epiphany.   
 

FEAST OF THE EPIPHANY 
Today's readings celebrate the Feast of the Epiphany.  The word 
epiphany means ªmanifestation.º  So what we celebrate on this 
special feast day is Christ's manifestation to the world.  The magi 
were among the first to adore Jesus as the Messiah and they were 
Gentiles, ,i.e., non-Jews.  Their story serves as testimony that 
Christ came f or all people.   
 
 
Matthew begins the story with a touch of irony.  As the magi gain 
audience with Herod in order to seek information concerning the 
ªnewborn king of the Jews,º the chief priests and the scribes are 
summoned to provide the information the magi seek.  The chief 
priests and scribes failed to recognized the signs before them as an 
indication that the Christ-event was taking place.  They knew the 
prophecies, yet ignored them.  Herod on the other hand views the  
prophecies, not with joy and elation, but with fear and trepidation.  
He saw this ªnewborn king of the Jewsº as a threat to his own 
kingship and wanted that threat removed.   
 
 
How often are we like the chief priests and scribes in that we fail 
to recognize Christ's manifestation in our lives?  How often are 
like Herod, aware that Cod may be revealing himself to us, or 
directing us, but resistant to God's presence because it conflicts 
with our agenda, our wants, or our needs?   
 
 
The story also reveals something even more telling about our 
relationship with Christ.  When we encounter Christ we do not 
come away from the encounter unchanged.  The magi encountered 
Christ in presumably Joseph's home in Bethlehem (i.e., ªthey 
entered a house and saw the child with Mary his mother.º) That 
brief encounter changed them forever, for when ªthey departed for 
their countryº) they did so by another way.  They took a different 
route home.  In biblical terms, when one changes direction, it 
symbolizes that the individual himself has been changed.  He or 
she has had a change of heart and has undergone a conversion 
experience.   
 
 
The same holds true for us today each time we encounter Christ.  
Each of us has an opportunity to encounter Christ in the 
sacraments, especially in the sacrament of the Eucharist.  And we, 
like the magi, are changed through such an encounter.  The beauty 
is that in that in giving of himself in the sacraments, Christ 
provides us with the opportunity to encounter him again and again 
and again as we journey throughout our life.

Each encounter offers us an opportunity for drawing into a deeper 
relationship with him.  How has your relationship with Christ 
made you a better person?  In what ways have you changed?  What 
steps can you take to encounter Christ more frequently in your 
life?  These are questions that this wonderful feast invites us to 
contemplate!

Making Meaningful Resolutions 
 

Having just celebrated New Year's the idea of making some form 
of a resolution is fresh on our minds.  Perhaps you've made a 
resolution to get into shape, to lose a few pounds, or to be a bit 
more spiritual.  Whatever resolution you've set for yourself this 
New Year, it serves as a reminder that this time of year is a time 
for new beginnings.  Have you ever considered making a 
resolution regarding your Catholic faith or your relationship with 
God?  Now is the perfect time.  We've provided a few examples 
for you below to get the ball rolling. 
 
Prayer ± St. Paul tells us to ªpray without ceasing,º and Jesus 
reminds us of the value and importance of prayer (Mt 7:7-11).  
How often do you pray during the day? Make a resolution to set 
aside 5-10 minutes during your day to pray to God.  It could be 
while driving to work, while you're making or cleaning up dinner, 
or some other convenient time.  Try to stick with the same time 
each day and make it a part of your daily routine.  Once you're 
successful try to add a bit more time.   
 
Adult Faith Formation - Our parish offers numerous ongoing 
opportunities for parishioners to enrich their faith and increase 
their understanding of it.  One is never too old to learn about their 
faith and every opportunity to learn about or enrich one's faith is 
an opportunity to grow in your relationship with God.  We have a 
weekly scripture study, monthly adult faith formation sessions, 
periodic evenings of reflections, and online resources.  Before 
dismissing such opportunities due to lack of time, make a 
resolution to make time to explore and enrich your faith this year.  
You'll be all the better for it!  Check out the parish bulletin or 
parish website for offerings. 
 
Be Proactive in Your Faith ±Our parish has numerous 
opportunities for one to become involved and great staff and 
program coordinators willing to work with and train volunteers for 
ministry.  Consider becoming involved in the parish choir, the 
CYO, Children's Liturgy of the Word, or as a Eucharistic Minister 
or Lector.  Our website contains all the information you need to 
become involved in parish ministry.  Log on to 
http://strichardchurch.org/volunteers.htm for additional 
opportunities and check out for yourself how you can become 
proactive in your faith and parish life 
 
Attend Mass ± The Eucharist is the source and summit of 
everything we do and who we are.  Mass should be of great 
importance to us and weekly attendance is a given.  Perhaps we 
don't get to Mass as often as we should.  Whatever the reason, 
make a resolution to be more faithful with your Mass attendance 
and if you attend regularly, perhaps you could make an effort to 
attend daily one day a week in addition to Sunday Mass. 

 
Adult Faith Formation Series  

 Our monthly Adult Faith Formation Series continues on 
Thursday, January 14, at 7:00 PM in the school Hall.  This 
month's free seminar is entitled Living the Catholic Tradition.  
When asked, ªWhy are you Catholic?º different people will 
inevitably have different responses.  This session will provide 
participants with an opportunity to reflect on their own 
understanding of church as a living tradition and to recognize the 
way the Church builds on the past while being aware of and 
responding to the contemporary world.  We will explore the 
reasons we have for being Catholic and the difference our Catholic 
faith makes in the way we choose to live our lives.   
 
Coming next month¼ 
 
Gathered at the Table ± An Exploration into the History 
of the Mass.  Ever wonder how a simple Passover meal 
shared between Jesus and his Apostles developed into what 
we know and experience as the Mass today?  Ever wonder 
what your role in Mass is or how to get the most from your 
experience of Eucharist?  This five mini lecture series will 
explore the answers to these and may mire questions?  
Gathered at the Table will take participants on an in dept 
journey into history of the Mass and an exploration of how 
church architecture is designed to foster and enhanced our 
experience of worship.  Our journey will include an 
insightful look into the Liturgy's Jewish origins, its prayers 
and acclamations, and the ªwhyº of what we may do at Mass 
so that we may approach the sacrament more enthusiastically 
and realize just how important our role at Mass is. 
Participants will come away from the seminar with a fuller 
understanding of the historical development of the Mass and 
get a preview of some of the up coming changes that will 
occur in how we celebrate Mass.
